
NATIONAL RECOGNITION FOR LOCAL DESIGNER    

Nick Flatley from Harrogate-based Yorkshire Design Association has received national recognition  

from the bathroom and kitchen industry as a winner in the prestigious kbbreview Industry Awards  

2009.

Nick Flatley won the coveted Designer Award for Kitchens for projects that cost 

over  £25k,  sponsored  by  Planet  Fusion  and  Whirlpool,  at  a  glittering  awards 

ceremony in London on the 11 May 2009. Marcus Brigstocke, comedian and host for 

the evening, was on hand to present Nick with the accolade, which was awarded for 

designing a one-off truly bespoke kitchen.

Commenting on his award, Nick said:  “To have been  short  listed  for  two categories  was  

amazing. Then to finally win the Design Award for Kitchens for projects that cost over 25K, we 

are just delighted! Recognition from these industry awards acknowledges YDA’s creative flair and  



our passion for individuality. We must be doing something right and to demonstrate that great  

design is happening outside London, fits perfectly with our commitment to bring the best in style  

and interior design to Northern homes. We intend to be back next year - thanks kbbreview!”

The judges’ added “Everything about this screams ‘individuality and Nick has created something  

inspiring from a blank canvas. Perhaps not to everyone’s taste, but it’s the client’s tastes that  

matter most and he’s caught that perfectly. So much work has gone into it and he’s totally  

understood his client as if he’s known him for years.”

The prestigious kbbreview Industry Awards, now in their 15th year, is organised by 

leading  industry  magazine  kbbreview  to  recognise  individual  achievements  from 

across  the  UK’s  bathroom  and  kitchen  industry.  An  esteemed  panel  of  judges 

selected up to four finalists from the submitted entries in the design categories to 

come to RIBA’s London headquarters for a presentation on their full designs, before 

making that all-important decision. Chaired by Andrew Davies, editor of kbbreview, 

the judging  panel  included  Rene Dekker of  SHH Architects, architect and Chief 

Executive  of  KBB  National  Training  Group  Renee  Mascari,  Laurence  Pigeon  of 

Alternative Plans, double winner Scott Lawrence, and Tsunami’s Andrew Randall.

Mark Pearson, event manager, was delighted with the level of competition this year 

and the overall quality delivered by the industry:  “As ever, these awards have really  

provided the highlight of the year for all of us and, against a difficult background, the event has  

helped to demonstrate the exceptional quality that’s out there within our industry, helping boost  

business as a whole.”

As well as marking its 15th year, 2009 heralded a new era for the kbbreview Industry 

Awards, with this its first outing under the ownership of Taylist Media – the company 

that acquired the kbb portfolio  from dmg world media,  following  a management 

buyout earlier this year.  Judging by the reception from the 630 or so guests and the 

line-up of sponsors that the event had attracted, which again included some of the 

biggest names in the business.
